Courses do not need to follow 
a specific sequence except for Cornerstone and Capstone 
courses. For those wishing to enroll in part-time study, the 
program can be taken in two years.  
 
The Cornerstone Course, MSL 605. Leadership and Values, 
is our gateway course that all students first take. In introduces 
leadership theories that will be built on throughout the pro-
gram and students will complete a 360 evaluation to develop 
an action plan related to their leadership skills and abilities.
